NetBSD enforces non-executable mappings on many plat-
forms. Stack and heap mappings are non-executable by
default, making exploitation of potential buffer overflows
harder. NetBSD also supports PROT_EXEC permission via
mmap(2) for all platforms where the hardware differentate
execute access from data access.
